A.  Chul; Chil (2342) to twist or whirl. (Ex: Judges 21:21)

B.  Machowl (4234) a round dance. 
      (Ex: Psalm 149:3, Psalm 150:4, Jeremiah 31:13, Lamentations 5:15)

C.  Gul; Gil (1523) to spin around, rejoice.
      (Ex: Psalm 2:11, Psalm 9:14, Psalm 13:6, Psalm 32:11, Psalm 53:6, Psalm 89:16)

D.  Dalag (1801) to spring, leap. (Ex: Song of Solomon 2:8, Isaiah 35:6, Zephaniah 1:9)
E. Chagag (2287) to move in a circle, to march in a sacred procession, to observe a
      festival – celebrate, dance reel to and fro. (Ex: Exodus 5:1, Leviticus 23:41)

F.  Reqad (7540) to stomp, to spring about dance, jump, leap, skip. 
     (Ex: Job 21:11, Ecclesiastes 3:4, Isaiah 13:21)

G.  Halikah (1979) a procession or march. (Ex: Psalm 68:24)

H.  Yadah (3034) hold out the hand; to revere or worship with extended hands. 
      (Ex: I Chronicles 16:4, Psalm 107:8)

 I.   Todah (8426) an extension of the hand, adoration. (Ex: Psalm 50:14, Psalm 107:22)

 J.  Mecholah (4246) a dance company; dances. (Ex: Exodus 15:20, Judges 21:21)

 K.  Karar (3769) to dance: to whirl. (Ex: II Samuel 6:14, 16)

GREEK WORDS

A.  Agalliao (5463) to make glorious, to jump for joy. (Ex:  Luke 1:47, Acts 2:46, I Peter 1:6,8)
B.  Chairo (5463) be exceedingly glad or joyful, very much leaping.
      (Ex:  Matthew 5:12, John 8:56, I Peter 4:13, Revelation 19:7)
C.  Hallomai (242) to jump, leap, spring up. (Ex: Acts 3:8, Acts 14:10)

D.  Skirtao (4640) to jump, to leap for joy. (Ex: Luke 1:41, Luke 1:44, Luke 6:23)

E.  Choros (5525) a ring or round dance. (Ex: Luke 15:25)
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
